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In Communion… 

So Zorba’s “boss” asks him if he’s ever been married, and Zorba answers, “Am I not a man? And is a man not stupid? I'm a man, so I married. Wife, children, house, everything, The full catastrophe.” I begin to interpret this, in light of Zorba’s character: we can’t feng shui life away; it’s a delightful mess. 

The Beatles’ “A Day in the Life” reminds me of the “full catastrophe”, especially at the end when an orchestra plays furiously, like an angry swarm of bees, building in intensity until they all reach one peaceful chord—the calm after a violent storm. Or maybe the storm is the calm depending on one’s perspective—just one giant, happy catastrophe. 


“Breathe Deeply in Faith” (252 Chalice Hymnal) Teach us, O God, not to torture ourselves, not to make martyrs of ourselves through stifling reflection; but rather teach us to breathe deeply in faith, through Jesus, our Lord. Amen.—Soren Kierkegaard, 19th-century Danish theologian
