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In Communion… 

This season of heat and sun reminds me of the 1999 hit single "Everybody's Free (To Wear Sunscreen)" which was believed to be Kurt Vonnegut's 1997 Commencement Address at MIT set over a backing track of Rozalla’s "Everybody's Free (To Feel Good)". I believed it until about 10 minutes ago when I looked up the speech online. Actually  the “Address” was Mary Schmich's "Advice, like youth, is probably just wasted on the young" which was published in the Chicago Tribune as a column on June 1, 1997. She described it as the commencement speech she would give if asked. An internet hoax led to the false attribution of Ms. Schmich’s work to Vonnegut.


It doesn’t matter who wrote the “Address” because it’s brilliant; look it up. But what brought it to mind is her first and last bit of advice. "Ladies and gentlemen of the class of '97:  Wear sunscreen. If I could offer you only one tip for the future, sunscreen would be it. The long-term benefits of sunscreen have been proved by scientists, whereas the rest of my advice has no basis more reliable than my own meandering experience…But trust me on the sunscreen.”

This is no internet hoax. Skin cancer is real. Here’s some info from the Center for Disease Control and Prevention site: “Skin cancer is the most common form of cancer in the United States. The two most common types of skin cancer—basal cell and squamous cell carcinomas—are highly curable. However, melanoma, the third most common skin cancer, is more dangerous, especially among young people. About 65%–90% of melanomas are caused by exposure to ultraviolet (UV) light or sunlight.” Here are some unfortunate facts from the Skin Cancer Foundation site: “One in five Americans will develop skin cancer in the course of a lifetime. Basal cell carcinoma (BCC) is the most common form of skin cancer; an estimated 2.8 million BCCs are diagnosed annually in the US. BCCs are rarely fatal, but can be highly disfiguring if allowed to grow. Up to 90 percent of the visible changes commonly attributed to aging are caused by the sun.” Trust us on the sunscreen.
