And I’m sure you’ve noticed that the Northern accent is only used in comedies. “Oh, Ya! You bet-cha!” It just works. And don’t try to play the Fargo card. Fargo was a dark comedy, very dark, like Raising Arizona with a chipper/shredder. Finally, let us give thanks to California for “Totally! Rad! Awesome! Whatever!” and my favorite, “Dude!” 


By the way, those are all my own observations. Andy Rooney is not responsible for any of them. The point is, on our spiritual journey, we ought to venture beyond clichés, what’s familiar and comfortable. Perhaps what sounds acceptable to us seems so because it’s all we’ve ever heard.
